MAJOR POLICY INITIATIVES, NEW REGULATIONS, ANNOUNCEMENTS AND HOT ISSUES

THE WEEK AHEAD REPORT:  April 15-19

Interagency GPS Executive Board (IGEB):  The IGEB will meet on April 12, 2002, to review a number of items regarding the Global Positioning System (GPS).  Jeffrey Shane, Associate Deputy Secretary, and John Stenbit, Assistant Secretary of Defense (C3I), will chair the meeting.  The following items will be discussed:  1) the status of GPS modernization for both civil and military users, 2) the future strategy for State Department led consultation with the European Union on the European Galileo System, and 3) the status of the civil transportation GPS augmentation systems.

National Association of Development Organizations:  Emil Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will participate on a panel for the National Association of Development Organizations on Monday, April 15 in Washington, DC.  The Assistant Secretary will give an overview of current Federal transportation issues, including the status of Federal highway and transit trust fund issues, outlook for TEA-21 reauthorization and an overview of the new Transportation Security Administration.

RESULTS OF RECENT ACTIVITIES

Brownfields Interagency Meeting:  Members of the Policy Office and FHWA attended a Brownfields Interagency Meeting held at the White House Conference Center on April 4th.  The meeting discussed the provisions of the Small Business Liability and Brownfields Revitalization Act, which limits liability and provides significant funding for assessment, clean up and planning for brownfields redevelopment.  The meeting also served as an information sharing session about current brownfields programs across the Federal Government and the beginning of a discussion on the next steps for coordinating brownfields work across the government.
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
