MAJOR POLICY INITIATIVES, NEW REGULATIONS, ANNOUNCEMENTS AND HOT ISSUES

THE WEEK AHEAD REPORT:  May 20-31

Aviation and Air Quality:  On May 20, Assistant Secretary Emil Frankel is participating in a meeting of senior officials participating in the EPA/FAA Voluntary Emission Reduction Stakeholders Process.  This process is bringing together airline, airport, government, and NGO to explore how nitrogen oxide emissions related to airport operation can be reduced.  The effort has been under way since 1998, but has been on hold since September 11, 2001 to allow the industry to focus on other pressing issues.  The meeting will explore next steps in the process. 

Engine and Vehicle Technology:  Acting Deputy Assistant Secretary Lawson is presenting the keynote remarks at a conference on Climate Change and Transportation, May 20.  This conference will bring together experts from government, the automobile and petroleum industries and environmental groups to share views on light-duty, heavy duty, and aviation technologies and state environmental programs relating to climate change.  Ms Lawson is also leading a session on light-duty vehicle technology.  The conference is sponsored by the Northeast Advanced Vehicle Consortium, the New England Governors' Conference, and the U.S. Department of Transportation.  

Annual Leadership Development Conference:  Emil H. Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will speak at the Eno Transportation Foundation's 10th Annual Leadership Development Conference on May 23, in Washington, DC.  For the past nine years, the Eno Transportation Foundation has conducted the Leadership Development Conference to introduce future leaders to current transportation issues and to the people who are key to resolving them.

European Conference of Ministers of Transport:  Emil Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will be representing Secretary Mineta at the 86th Ministerial Session of European Conference of Ministers of Transport (ECMT) to be held May 29-30 in Bucharest, Romania.

Memorial Day Moment of Remembrance:  The Department and all its modal agencies, working through their Public Affairs Offices, is working with the White House Commission on the Moment of Remembrance to enlist the support of our constituent organizations and companies to participate in this important annual event honoring those who sacrificed their lives for our country.  We are alerting hundreds of organizations, and helping to distribute promotional materials highlighting the event.  The event will be highlighted on the Department's website and in print media.

OUTLOOK FOR THE COMING MONTH

Transportation Research Board:  Emil H. Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will be the DOT representative to serve on the panel for reauthorization at the plenary session of the mid-year Transportation Research Board meeting in Providence, Rhode Island on July 11th. 

RESULTS OF RECENT ACTIVITIES

Transportation, Air Quality and Energy:  On May 17, Assistant Secretary Emil Frankel spoke on policy perspectives at a National Summit on Energy, Environment and Transportation.
