THE WEEK AHEAD REPORT:  May 27-June 7

Memorial Day Moment of Remembrance:  The Department and all its modal agencies, working through their Public Affairs Offices, are working with the White House Commission on the Moment of Remembrance to enlist the support of our constituent organizations and companies to participate in this important annual event honoring those who sacrificed their lives for our country.  We are alerting hundreds of organizations, and helping to distribute promotional materials highlighting the event.  The event will be highlighted on the Department's website and in print media.

Global Navigation Satellite System (GNSS) 2002 Conference:  Michael E. Shaw, Director of the Office of Radionavigation and Positioning, will speak on May 28 at the GNSS 2002 Conference in Copenhagen, Denmark.  At the end of March, the European Union (EU) made the decision to proceed with the development of the “Galileo” satellite navigation system, the European counterpart to the U.S. Global Positioning System (GPS).  GNSS 2002 will provide an open forum for the exchange of ideas on the best strategy in applying telecommunication technology to the field of satellite navigation.  The U.S. will be particularly interested in focusing discussion and attention on the issue of compatibility and interoperability between the U.S. GPS and EU Galileo systems.

European Conference of Ministers of Transport:  Emil Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will be representing Secretary Mineta at the 86th Ministerial Session of European Conference of Ministers of Transport (ECMT) to be held May 29-30 in Bucharest, Romania.

Historic Preservation:  Acting Deputy Assistant Secretary Lawson will represent Secretary Mineta at the May 30-31 meeting of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation.  Among topics the Council will discuss are initiatives the Council might undertake to enhance economic development.  

The Federal Perspective on Transportation Challenges in the Baltimore-Washington Area:  Emil Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will be the keynote speaker for the Maryland Chamber Transportation Coalition's breakfast program on June 7 in Baltimore, Md.  The topic for the meeting will be "The Federal Perspective on Transportation Challenges in the Baltimore-Washington Area.  The audience will consist of 50-75 business leaders concerned about transportation.
