Assistant Secretary Eugene A. Conti, Jr. will participate in the Architectural and Transportation Barriers Compliance Board (Access Board). meeting in Miami, Florida on November 17 and 18, 2000. 

During the two-day meeting, members of the Access Board and members of the Access Board Passenger Vessel Access Advisory Committee will inspect various classes of passenger vessels to assess the extent to which they accommodate persons with disabilities.  The Passenger Vessel Access Advisory Committee has been working since August 1998 to explore ways to achieve access in view of certain design considerations for various types of vessels, including ferries, gaming boats, cruise ships, and sightseeing boats.  The committee will present its report containing recommendations concerning accessibility to the Access Board on November 17th.  The Access Board will use the Committee recommendations to develop accessibility guidelines under the Americans With Disabilities Act.
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
