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ECONOMIC GROWTH AND TRADE

Japan: A third round of formal talks with Japan will take place July 25-26 in Tokyo.  The talks will focus on two subjects: (1) access to the second runway at Narita, which is slated to open in May 2002, and (2) liberalization. 
Phillipines:  Representatives from the Departments of Transportation and State will be in Manila on July 30 for an informal meeting with the Government of the Philippines to discuss the possibility of concluding an open-skies aviation agreement. 

Air Wisconsin-ALPA Possible Strike:  On July 13 the National Mediation Board (NMB) released Air Wisconsin Airlines and its pilots (represented by the Air Line Pilots Association) from negotiations, triggering the mandatory 30-day countdown to a potential strike at 12:01 a.m. on August 12.  Air Wisconsin is a United Express carrier that feeds United’s flights at various points including Denver and Chicago.
